Room Moves

The children at Angels are divided into 3 age groups; Green Group 0 — 2 years, Red Group 2-3 years and Pre
School 3-4 years. The age ranges help us to manage the children’s needs and stages of development to
ensure that they are happy, confident and able to thrive at nursery. Room moves are decided primarily on
age, however we also take into account the development needs of the individuals, their readiness to make the
transition and where possible we like to move a group of children together to ensure that there are familiar
faces and friends to make the move together. Sometimes space availability will have an impact on room
moves and the age at which these transitions are made, and especially with the move to pre-school while we
wait for the school leavers to make their next steps.

Hollie and the room staff will discuss the children due to move near to their 2" or 3™ birthdays and will then
contact you with information and dates for the children’s transitions.

We would like to reassure you that we have the children’s best interests at heart and that we do not want them
to rush through nursery missing all the fun of each room. Children are planned for and catered for individually
with the EYFS as a guide to development stages and the staff in each room adapt their planning and activities
to support all children. Finally, access to the 2, 3 & 4 year finding is not dependant on the room they are in.
Funding is based specifically on the age of the child, with 3 year funding being available from the term after
the child’s 3 birthday (September, January or April).
